
Kierbeck SUSTAINABILITY Reinforced

The CARES Sustainable Reinforcing Steel Scheme was chosen by Kierbeck 
for a number of reasons:

1. Firstly, the Scheme is independent and has been developed by a recognised 
UKAS accredited organisation. The CARES certificate provides customers with 
confidence that the sustainability criteria defined in the Scheme have been met 
and will continue to be verified on a regular basis. 

2. Because the Scheme is audited by CARES the audits can be scheduled with 
our ISO 9001 and ISO 14001 audits, hence reducing the time involved and 
avoiding any unnecessary duplication. 
 
3. The Workbook has helped Kierbeck meet another of its policy commitments 
by providing the software to calculate the company’s carbon footprint for the 
first time.

It is also worth noting that the CARES Scheme has been developed to comply 
with the requirements of BS 8902: Responsible sourcing sector certification 
schemes for construction products.

The rebar itself is made locally from 100% recycled steel at Thamesteel’s Mill 
in Kent. Thamesteel is also registered to ISO 14001 and holds its own Sustainable 
Reinforcing Steel Certificate issued by CARES.

Since Kierbeck recruited its first Environmental Manager in 

January 2008, the company has made great strides forward 

in meeting the sustainability agenda being set across the UK 

construction industry. A comprehensive Environmental Policy 

was drawn up and approved by the Managing Director, 

Finbarr Lynch, in March 2008.  

An Environmental System was then developed to meet the 

requirements of the international standard ISO 14001. 

The company’s Silvertown site and Head Office were registered 

by CARES in September 2008, followed by the Kierbeck Wharf 

site in Barking in June 2009.
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
